Considering the Cover, Create Composition

Print out the following diagram for your students to sketch their ideas. Encourage them to
experiment with more than one concept.
Remind them that the cover should include:

1. Title
2. Name of the Author and Illustrator
3. An illustration that gives a clue to what’s inside
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
